Depart from Delhi on board Dehradun Shatabdi Express  

arrival at Haridwar. Lunch on arrival at the Camp Panther, 

Camp Panther is set up on 5 acres of terraced fields in 

Shivpuri Village at the foothills of Himalayas.. 

Post lunch, ice breaker- Introductions amongst the          

participants, briefing on the programme & ground rules of 

the camp. An exciting session of rafting follows to absorb 

the sights and sounds of Rishikesh. Participants depart for 

Gold Beach, the starting point for a gentle raft ride         

covering a distance of 10 river kms. Conclude rafting in 

Rishikesh. Campfire and singing around the campfire in 

the evening. Overnight at the camp. 

 

Day 2, Monday:  

Yoga, Rock Climbing & Rappelling Team Games/ 

Drive to Himalayan Retreat 
Morning yoga. Rock climbing and rappelling forms the 

activity of the morning. A demanding activity that tests 

strength, endurance, agility, and balance along with his or 

her mental control. Post lunch drive to Snow Leopard      

Himalayan Retreat.ð a camp set amid the sylvan        

grandeur of the Himalayan pastureland.
